Dear Parents and Kids:

This summer St. John the Apostle Parish, along with Ss. Peter & Paul Parish, will hold our 5th annual 5-day Catholic camp, “Catholic Kids for Christ,” for students entering 1st through 8th grades. This year’s camp will take place from July 26th through July 30th from 8:00 to 3:00 and will be held at Ss. Peter & Paul School and Church.  (We hold it in Independence for two reasons:  1. If there is a funeral in Whitehall and it rains, we are in trouble:  2. Ss. Peter & Paul School has sports equipment, a lot of meeting rooms , a gym, and a playground.)

The registration fee this year will be only $25 per child with a maximum family fee of $50.   This fee includes the price of tee shirts, craft supplies, learning materials for all and the bus fee for a field trip for children in 3rd through 8th grade.  Registrations and the fees will be due on July 1st.  An extra $10 will be charged for late registrations and we cannot guarantee a tee shirt for those who don’t register on time.  Children may come and go as needed, since some will probably be taking swimming lessons etc.  A signed note from a parent will be required for coming and going throughout the week.

As always, camp will be a mixture of wild and crazy games, water fights, Mass, crafts, learning activities, prayer, and songs.  We will feature a cook-out at Four Seasons Park and a pizza family night on Tuesday from 5:00 to 8:00.  Supper will be free of charge and the evening’s events will include a game called “Let’s Gang up on Father!”  This fun competition will feature a team contest of kids and parents to see who knows the most about their faith.  Father Kunz’ team, however, will feature only Father. (It’s not fair but, hey, he’ll probably win anyway.)

This year we have planned an overnight canoe trip for 7th and 8th graders.  Sixth graders may attend if they have a parent in their canoe with them.  The overnight trip will be on Thursday and Friday. All campers must bring their own life jacket and we will be looking for tents.  Third through 6th graders (who don’t go canoeing) may take our field trip to Eau Claire on Friday, where we will attend Mass and then have time to eat and enjoy Irvine Park in Chippewa Falls.
